GENERAL INFORMATION
THOMASVILLE ROSE QUEEN PAGEANT

Thomasville’s Rose Queen pageant is an event of the Rose Show & Festival. Thomasville’s Rose
Queen will promote Thomasville and Thomas County by serving as an ambassador participating
in the Rose Show & Festival as well as various civic, social and charity events. Thomasville’s Rose
Queen will reign over all official Rose Festival Activities.

This pageant will provide an avenue for participants to serve as role models for their community,
gain self-awareness, self-confidence, and individual pride as well as develop a greater awareness
about the community in which they live.

AWARDS:

Thomasville’s Rose Queen will receive a $1,000 scholarship to further her education upon
graduation from high school.

The first runner-up will receive a $750 scholarship to further her education upon graduation from
high school.

The second runner-up will receive a $500 scholarship to further her education upon graduation
from high school.

The third runner-up will receive a $350 scholarship to further her education upon graduation
from high school.

The fourth runner-up will receive a $250 scholarship to further her education upon graduation
from high school.

THOMASVILLE ROSE QUEEN PAGEANT
ELIGIBILITY:

Contestants must be a high school Junior and at least 16 years of age by April 1%, 2012.
Contestants must reside in and attend school in Thomas County or be home schooled.

Holding another title does not hinder an otherwise eligible applicant from participating, providing:
o that applicant understands that if chosen as Thomasville Rose Queen, the commitments and
expectations for Thomasville Rose Queen takes precedence over other obligations, AND
o if chosen there is no conflict with the other agency she currently holds a title with, AND
o applicant understands Thomasville Rose Queen is an exclusive title and use. The pageant does not
recognize a “co-titlist” designation. For instance, when Thomasville Rose Queen is participating in
an event as Thomasville Rose Queen, the other title she holds will not be recognized.

Personal Characteristics:
I understand that in order to be eligible to compete in the Thomasville’s Rose Queen pageant, 1
hereby certify to the Personal Characteristics set forth in this section:

Gender: I am a female.

Marital Status: I am not now and I have never been married.

Parental Status: I am not now pregnant, and I have never been pregnant. I am not the
adoptive parent of any child.

Criminal Record: I have never been convicted of any criminal offense and there are no criminal
charges presently pending against me.

Prior Conduct: I have never performed any act or engaged in any activity or employment that
is or could be reasonably characterized as dishonest, immoral or indecent.

Health: I am, to the best of my knowledge, in good health.

Substance Abuse: I do not use or consume any illegal controlled dangerous substances, alcohol
or other dangerous substances.

CHANGES IN CIRCUMSTANCES:

I understand and agree that if, at any time during my reign as Thomasville’s Rose Queen, any of the facts
stated in my Application or this Agreement should change, I have the obligation to report any such change
in writing immediately.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR TYPING ESSAY

The following format must be used when typing the Thomasville’'s
